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ZONING ORDINANCE REWRITE
The Covert Planning Commission has begun a new
update of its zoning ordinance. The ordinance was
last revised by a major rewrite in 2006. The current
effort is supposed to clarify requirements.

For several months, the commission has been
meeting weekly in work sessions to draft the
changes. Recommended revisions will eventually
be proposed to the Township Board for adoption.
The Planning Commission and the Board will hold
public hearings before the changes are adopted

The last revision allowed houses in the LD-1
district to be 2 %o stories and 35 feet tall. This dis-
trict includes the residential areas along the lake
front, west of the Blue Star Highway. The diagram
below illustrates such a structure.

The distance from the ground to the peak of
the roof is 50 feet, but the average height is only
35 feet (the average height of the basement above
